For many years James has visited philatelic societies around 
the U.K. and overseas.  He has displayed some of his main collections in the U.S. (in San Francisco, New York and 
Chicago) and exhibited three internationally, gaining International Gold medals for all three: the 1839-40 British 
Postal Reforms, English Postal History (1600-1900) and the Postal History of the British Offshore Islands (1660-
1940). James’ other collections include Early Covers of the World (2000 BC - 1660 AD), 1st-Issue covers of the World (1819-64), 
Historical Letters, Letters written by Classical Composers, the Postal History of early 20th century China, Machine Cancellations, 
Antique Writing Equipment, etc.!
